You may be aware that there have been two announcements by John Healy in the past fortnight regarding private rented housing. The first, released on 27 January, announced that the Government will legislate to change the definition of the Use Class Order C3. It also confirmed that local authorities will no longer have to gain approval from CLG for discretionary licensing schemes. 

The second, released on 3 February, announced changes that will see more tenants falling within the definition of an Assured Shorthold Tenancy, better regulation of letting agents and a national register of landlords. 

The private rented sector provides low cost housing, not just for students, but also for young professionals, migrant workers and private sector workers. There are millions of students who opt to live in the private rented sector during their studies. They do so for a number of reasons: affordability, a desire to live within the community and not on campus, or because of a shortage of alternative housing options.
We understand that you may hear from constituents about issues created by high concentrations of student homes and because of this we would be eager to discuss these with you. We believe that is only by working in partnership with the local authority, university, students’ union, police and resident groups can we find common solutions to the problems.
